Catechesis...about Liturgy

Liturgy and strifeStrife and divisions are not located only
within family households; they can also be evidenced on liturgy
committees and in parishes! There are probably few things in
parish life which cause divisions the way the decisions about
the celebration of liturgy can. Is it not ironic that the very cele-
bration whereby we express our unity in the Body of Christ can
be the cause for so much anger, anguish, and divisiveness?
Sometimes a parish can be radically split about how to cele-
brate liturgy because “good” liturgy is judged in terms of what
individuals or groups want, desire, or find satisfying. Ideally,
everyone would come to Mass each Sunday and go home sat-
isfied, filled, and spiritually and emotionally fed. In reality, this
does not happen to everyone in the same way and the same
time. One way to deal with this issue is to remember that the
purpose of liturgy is not primarily to satisfy our personal needs;
the purpose of liturgy is to give God praise and thanksgiving by
offering ourselves with Christ on the altar. Only by such self-
giving, and by keeping this the focus, can we hope to over-
come divisions and improve our celebration of liturgy. Celebrat-
ing good liturgy means that we surrender our own desires to
the larger good of the whole community.

When someone we love has been taken from us, we often find
ourselves dealing with change and transition. Many offer their help, but
do not always understand the loss we are feeling. Bereavement
support groups are one way to find support from others who are going
through the same process.

We need to go through it; we need to be good to
ourselves, putting balance into our lives through prayer, reading,
resting, relaxation and work. Grief takes time. Unrealistic expectations
undermine the healing process.

ONE PERSON CAN ONLY DO SO MUCH

Asa Kent Jennings was a frail man planning to be a
Methodist minister, but World War | intervened. Asa
served with the Red Cross, ending up in Smyrna in
western Turkey as the Turks marched on the city.
Foreigners fled. Asa stayed with 350,000 refugees. The
army rampaged and set Smyrna ablaze. American and
British warships patrolling the coast did nothing. Asa
arranged food supplies, then set out find Ataturk, the
Turkish leader, to ask safe passage for the surviving
refugees; Ataturk gave him eleven days. Asa requested
ships from the Greek government, which questioned
Asa’s identity. As the only American left, he boldly said, |
am the top American official in Smyrna.” He spent the
next year directing a fleet that saved over a million
refugees. Who remembers Asa Jennings today? Yet think
of all those refugees’ descendants and what good they
may have done in this world just because of one man’s
efforts.
