Nick Paladino will serve as Ministry Leader and chef. Since
October, Nick and volunteers including Confirmation
Candidates and a few adults, have made some trial runs,
making dinner for the men at Jericho Road, a men's shelter.
Nick now has formulated a plan for Nativity to go forward
with this Ministry. Nativity is on the Sunday evening
schedule at Jericho Road Shelter for working men. We will
provide a complete cooked meal for all the residents once a
month. Starting this month, we will be providing about 50
meals. The food will be prepared by Nick in our kitchen in
Kennedy Hall and be delivered and served by YOU to the
gentlemen at the shelter.

This Ministry has an open enrollment. All parishioners can
sign up; individuals, couples and families (need to be junior
high age or older). We are hoping to have a large list, giving
many, the opportunity to volunteer once or twice a year.
Each dinner only requires 6-10 volunteers.

You meet at Kennedy Hall Kitchen at 4:45PM, make the 15
minute drive to the Jericho Road Shelter, and you will
probably be back home by 8:00PM. Your help is needed to
transport, serve, provide desserts and eat with the men at
the shelter. We don’t even have to clean up!

Please consider signing up for this new ministry.
Parishioners who have gone, have found it such a fulfilling
experience. It is a wonderful service opportunity for families
with teenagers.

You can also help with a donation for supplies for the
Ministry. If you have a connection with a food market, we
are looking for short dated foods suitable for freezing to
assist with our food needs.
